Moved, Second, Carried MSC (Ed, Mary) to approve the agenda as amended: add road maintenance on Jenki Rd and add township aid check to receipts.
MSC (Ed, Mary) to approve the minutes of the June 16, 2022 Board of Supervisors Meeting as presented.
MSC (Ed, Mary) to approve the minutes of the July 12, 2022 Board of Supervisors Special meeting as corrected: change date on top from Thursday to Tuesday and add Keith VanHale to members present.

All monthly bills were reviewed. MSC (Ed, Ken) to approve and pay the bills.
Ed Hamlin was present to speak to the board about Jeneke Road not getting graded or snow plowed at 2673 Jeneke Rd. The board believes that part of the road is a private road. The board informed Ed that he could petition the township to take over the road but the road must be up to township road specs in order for the township to take it over.

Dave Etter – Wanted to thank the board for sending out the survey to all township residents. He also wanted to let the board know that he submitted a letter of interest for the planning commission vacancy.

Keith van Hale – Wanted the board to know that he believes the development on Keystone and 233rd Ave may not be up to zoning ordinance specs.

Two letters of interest for the planning commission were presented to the board from citizens of Knife Lake Township to serve on the planning commission. Mary Fratzke nominated Dave Etter to be appointed to the planning commission to finish the 3-year term vacated by Don Rowley. The nomination was seconded by Ed Rittenour. Dave Etter was appointed to the planning commission to finish the 3-year term and to expire in April 2023.

The board received an email from Adam Ripple, attorney representing Dollar General. The email addressed the concerns brought to him by the board of supervisors concerning lighting, berm, and trees.
